2. The complainants reguested the identity of a
police informant, which information is allegedly in the
possession or custody of the respondents. This reguest
was denied on July 9, 1876 and again on July 20, 1976.
As a result of such denial, the complainant filed the
present complaint with this Commission on July 23, 1976.

3. On the basis of the uncontradicted evidence addueéd
at the hearing, it is found that there does not exist a
record containing the information requested.

4, Since there does not exist a record containing
the information reguested, it is found that the complainant
has not keen deprived of any right conferred by P.A. 75-342.

The following order by the Commission is hereby
recommended on the basis of the record concerning the above
captioned complaint:

1. The complaint is hereby dismissed.
