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The above captioned matter was heard as a contested case on 
October 20, 1983, at which time the complainant and the respondent 
appeared and presented testimony, exhibits and argument on the 
complaint. 

After consideration of the entire record the following facts 
are found: 

1. The respondent is a public agency within the meaning of 
§l-18a(a), G.S. 

2. On or about April 6, 1983 the police chief of the town of 
Hamden submitted to the town a claim for reimbursement for 156 
vacation days, 30 compensatory days, 120 sick days and 23,293.5 
hours of overtime. 

3. By letter dated August 30, 1983 the complainant made a 
request of the respondent for any and all documentation received 
in the past year of the dates of such claimed days and hours. 

4. By letter dated July 21, 1983 the respondent informed the 
complainant that the requested records were maintained at police 
headquarters and were generally considered exempt. 

5. It is found that the respondent does not maintain. nor 
does he have possession of the requested records. 

The following order by the commission is hereby recommended on 
the basis of the record concerning the above captioned complaint: 

1. The complaint is hereby dismissed.
