1. The respondent is a public agency within the meaning of
§l-18a(a), G.S.

2. On January 20, 1983 the complainant made a request of the
respondent for access to background information compiled as part
of the complainant's application for the position of police
officer.

3. By letter of complaint filed with the Commission on
January 23, 1984 the complainant alleged that he had been denied
access to the requested records.

4. The complainant having failed to file his complaint within
30 days of the alleged violation, this Commission lacks
jurisdiction over the complaint.

The following order by the Commission is hereby recommended on
the basis of the record concerning the above captioned complaint.

1. The complaint is hereby dismissed for lack of jurisdiction.
