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With regard to community supervision, this subcommittee will review the use of 
probation and parole, including the length of sentences, what types of individuals 
are being sentenced and any overlap that exists. The use of conditional 
discharge will be reviewed as well. This committee will also address the issue of 
alternative sanctions by reviewing the types of programs that are available, 
searching for overlap in these programs, determining whether these programs 
are consistent and looking for program evaluation mechanisms that can 
determine the effectiveness of these programs.
