The general education teacher or the general
education-special education co-teachers
check for the student’s understanding of the
concept (rather than another adult in the room
assuming total responsibility for checking the
student’s understanding).

Para or special ed teacher who is not
teaching the lesson checks for
understanding. The special ed teacher is
not part of a dynamic coteaching
arrangement.

General ed teacher questions or
calls on the student. They may
check in with the student or observe
their execution of a task. Teacher
may also check in by observing
and/or listening to the student when
engaged in group work.

Peer assistance is occurring as appropriate to
the culture of the classroom (if students are
permitted to assist each other, than this is also
occurring for the student being observed).
